English learning

Most academic subjects are taught in English. We
organize various English activities such as drama, debates,
verse speaking and games days to enhance a rich English
environment.

A self-access on-line English Language programme is
adopted for the whole school and small group English
teaching is implemented in junior forms.

An English Corner is set up, run by our Native English
Teacher, to facilitate students’ learning in their spare time.
All school announcements are made either in English or

Putonghua.

We have full-time social workers from Caritas who offer our students appropriate
counselling and guidance on their mental and spiritual development. The Educational
Psychologist from the Catholic Diocese of Hong Kong pays regular visits to our school

to provide on-site professional support.
